ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS: 

1. Secure the each leg (B) with 1 Washer (D), 1 Spring washer (E), and 1 Nut (F), as shown in Figure 1 
using Wrench.  Do not tighten the nuts at this point.

When dry, apply a coating of teak oil with a clean cloth. Remove excess oil by blotting with a soft, 
clean cloth.
