Pre-assembly: 
• Remove all parts and hardware from the box and lay out on a clear carpeted or scratch-free work surface, as this 

will avoid damaging parts during assembly. The shipping box provides an ideal work surface. 
• Do not dispose of any packaging or contents of the shipping carton until assembly is completed to avoid 

accidentally discarding small parts or hardware. 
• Use the parts and hardware lists below to identify and separate each of the pieces included. 
• The illustrations provided allow for easier assembly when used in conjunction with the assembly instructions. 
• The use of power tools to aid in assembly is not recommended. Power tools can damage hardware and split 

wood. 
• Note: Do not fully tighten all bolts until all parts are in place. Failure to follow these instructions may cause the

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Assembly Instruction Steps: 
1. Attach Castor (L) to (D) as shown below. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. 

 

2. Attach (C) & (E) to (D) as shown below. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN.  
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3. Attach (D) to the assembled piece as shown below. DO NOT FULLY TIGHTEN. 
 

 

4. Attach (B) to the assembled piece as shown below.  
5. Check alignments and fully tighten all connections at this time. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. 
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6. Attach (A) onto the assembled base as shown below. DO NOT OVER TIGHTEN. 

           

7. For safety, always use the locks on castors to prevent the bassinet from moving. It is recommended to keep the 
bassinet with the wheels in lock position at all times except when it is required to move it. 

 
8. Assembly is now complete. 
 
CARE INSTRUCTIONS 
• Dust often using a clean, soft, dry, lint-free cloth. 
• Blot spills immediately, and wipe with a clean, damp cloth. 
• We do not recommend the use of chemical cleansers, abrasives, or furniture polish on our lacquered 

finish. 
• If the bassinet is to be stored in cool dry place and carefully package all original hardware to protect from 

loss or damage. 
• Check fasteners periodically for tightness. DO NOT over tighten, as this may cause distortion or breakage. 
• Parents should ensure a safe environment for the child by checking the product regularly that every 

component is properly and securely in place, before placing the child in the product.
